Day was held on June 8.

The day started with a brie ng from the
chairman of the Pa. House Commerce Com-
mittee, Peter Daley. Daley made it clear that
he and his committee colleagues understand
the barrier that aerospace in Pennsylvania
has been suffering from due to the current
sales and use tax policies. Daley stated that
he looks forward to the day when Pennsyl-
vania will be known as an open for busi-
ness aviation and aerospace state.

Of equal importance was hearing from
Chairman of the Pa. House Finance Com-
mittee Kerry Benninghoff. Representative
Benninghoff was very pleased to be invited
to work with the Aviation Council and the
aerospace industry in Pennsylvania.

Chairman of the House Transportation
Committee Rick Geist also attended and
continues to pledge his support and that of
the House Transportation Committee to our
aerospace advocacy endeavors. Attendees
also heard from the new Aviation Sub-com-
mittee chairman, JimMarshall. Marshall is

The Aviation Council of ce continues to

eld questions from various industry user
groups who want to know when Pennsylvania
will be open for business in the xed-wing
aircraft category. Our response is simple
hopefully, very soon.

1 MAINE ENDS AVIATION TAXES

As of July 1, 2011, the state of Maine
became one of the last states in the
Northeast to recognize how important
the aviation and aerospace sector is in
America by enacting a new law which
eliminates sales taxes on aircraft sales
and parts.

The new aircraft sales and use tax
elimination language is contained in
the state s new budget which became
effective July 1. The Maine legislature

made the aviation sales tax policy
change with a single sentence that
provides tax relief for plane buyers,
pilots who y to Maine, and people
having their aircraft worked on in the
state.

The new aviation sales tax policy
allows Maine to step up and be com-
petitive according to Bob Rockmaker,
executive director of the Aviation
Council of Pennsylvania. No other

New England state has a sales tax on
aircraft parts, according to the Air-
craft Owners and Pilots Association,
in Frederick, Md. And, other than
Vermont, all other New England states
have tax exemptions on aircraft sales.

Maine Aviation Corporation in Portland
is planning to build two new aircraft

Pennsylvania is truly known across the United States as a non-friendly
place to conduct business in the aviation and aerospace sales and repair
segments. Our Council of ce receives calls on a regular basis from
both aerospace and non-aerospace rms that are interested in estab-
lishing some level of business relationship in Pennsylvania, and elimi-
nation of this tax can help level the playing eld with other states.

These last six months have also included change at the state level in
our aviation leadership. On behalf of our board of directors, we are
pleased to welcome Jim Ritzman, P.E. as the new Acting Deputy Secre-
tary for Aviation. The Council looks forward to working with Jim and
his team as we advance the aerospace agenda for our Council members
and the citizens of Pennsylvania.

Please be sure to mark your calendars for our Pennsylvania Aviation
and Aerospace Conference slated for September 14-16, 2011, in State
College. I look forward to seeing everyone there in a few months. Until
then, have a great summer and please continue to support and add
value to our aerospace family. Together, we are making a difference.

hangars for the increased business it expects now that
Maine is an aerospace-friendly state. The rm projects an
increase in their work force from 60 to over 100 employees
over the next several years.

Maine s new aviation tax law will help the former
Brunswick Naval Air Station as it undergoes redevelopment
as a BRAC airport. The former base, which closed in the
Spring of 2011, has already attracted an aircraft manu-
facturing company. The tax exemptions will cost the state
about $608,000 a year in taxes that otherwise would have
been collected, according to the Maine Of ce of Fiscal
and Program Review.

Studies show that other states that have enacted tax
exemptions on aircraft sales and parts have bene ted,
said Mark Kimberling, director of State Government Affairs
for the Aircrafts Owners and Pilots Association. After
Connecticut exempted aviation parts from sales taxes, it
became a hub of aircraft maintenance, he said, adding that
Connecticut now has 101 aircraft maintenance companies
and 7,000 aircraft mechanics. Now you have more compa-
nies, more jobs, more revenues and more places for people
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Dollars and jobs are going to nearby aerospace-friendly states like Ohio.
It is imperative that Pennsylvania lifts its sales and use taxes on - xed-wing
aircraft sales, parts, maintenance and repairs now in order to retain and

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PA HOUSE BILL 1100
INTRODUCED

Pennsylvania House Bill 1100 was
introduced on April 28, 2011. HB 1100
provides the required amendments
to the tax code which will allow the
xed-wing aircraft industry segment
in Pennsylvania to become competi-
tive and create family-sustaining jobs
which average $50,000 annually.

HB 1100 key sponsors included
House members Dick Hess, majority
chairman of the House Commerce Com-
mittee; Peter Daley, minority chairman
of the House Commerce Committee;
along with Rick Geist, majority chair-
man of the Transportation Committee
and Kerry Benninghoff, majority chair-
man of the House Finance Committee.
In all, close to 70 house members have
supported the bill.

The bill has been referred to the
House Finance Committee chaired
by Kerry Benninghoff who plans to
hold a hearing on this very important
issue which has been confronting

the aviation and aerospace industry
in Pennsylvania for over six years.
The Aviation Council of Pennsylvania
looks forward to the day when the
aviation and aerospace family can
proudly say that Pennsylvania is open
for business.
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PRIVATIZATION OF AIRLINE
PASSENGER SCREENING

U.S. House member John Mica, who
chairs the House Transportation and
Infrastructure Committee, has set his
sights on privatizing the airline pas-
senger screening process. Mica was a
major proponent who helped create
the TSA after the September 11, 2001,
attacks on America.

The American Federation of Government
Employees, which is the union represent-
ing TSA personnel, is not pleased and
is building a movement to stop any
possible change which would cause the
government to step out of the passen-

ger screening business. Mica wants
them to be in the security business.

Even the TSA has been building
some barriers to Micas goal. There
are 14 committees that have some
level of jurisdiction over the TSA.

The primary oversight of the TSA

is handled by the House Homeland
Security Committee. Micas committee
has little to say when it comes to the
TSA.

During the winter of 2011, U.S.
Transportation Security Administra-
tion Administrator John Pistole an-
swered questions during a meeting
of the U.S. House of Representatives
Transportation and Infrastructure
Committee. Pistole reported that air-
port passenger screening process and
procedures needed to be reviewed.
He indicated that the one size tsall
approach is not the best way to go
when screening millions of people ev-
ery year in America. Developing more
precise passenger risk-based bench-
marks will be seriously advanced
going forward.

Economic Development Organizations

Join your local economic development
agency. Volunteer to develop and chair an
aviation and aerospace committee. This new
committee will create a vision for growing
aviation and aerospace in your community.
Become a board member and help gain
awareness for aerospace in your region.
Identify every local rm that is a prime,
second- or third-tier aerospace vendor to
the industry. Reach out to them and in-
vite them to join with you. Let your com-
munity know that the aerospace industry
comprises 3%-5% of the total U.S. GDP.
Request that your local economic develop-
ment agency establish aviation and aero-
space as one of the new target core busi-
nesses to attract and develop.
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Chambers of Commerce

Join your local chamber and become in-
volved with the economic and job creation
committees. Most chambers have trans-
portation committees which tend to focus
on transportation infrastructure. While
transportation infrastructure is important,
focus on aerospace business attraction and
development. []

[ WILLOWGROVE AIRPORT UPDATE

The Horsham Land Reuse Authority
(HLRA) continues to work with their
consultant, RKG Associates Inc., as
they continue to establish the nal
reuse plan that must be submitted to
the U.S. Department of Defense by
December 2011.

Base Realignment and Closure (BRAC)
is a process of the U.S. federal govern-
ment directed at the administration
and operation of the armed forces,
used by the United States Department
of Defense (DOD) and congress to
close excess military installations and
realign the total asset inventory to
reduce expenditures on operations
and maintenance, aimed at achieving
increased ef ciency in line with con-
gressional and DOD objectives.

More than 350 installations have
been closed in  ve BRAC rounds:
1989, 1991, 1993, 1995 and, the most
recent round of BRAC completed and
entered into law, in November 2005.

As part of the Willow Grove NAS
BRAC, there are two public entities
that led Notice of Interests (NOI) with
the HLRA to keep an open, public-use
runway on part of the land.

The Bucks County Airport Authority
(BCAA) and the County of Montgomery
have both led NOI applications to
maintain a civilian, public-use airport.
The BCAA NOI indicates that their
submission is for general aviation
(GA) aircraft operations which do not

include scheduled passenger or freight
aircraft services.

In July, the HLRA will vote to accept
the NOIs which meet the federal gov-
ernments speci cations. Those NOIs
will then advance for further review
and process.

Citizens attending the public HLRA
meetings have told the HLRA that
they do not want more large ware-
houses and retail stores. Many people
have shared openly their deep con-
cerns over the amount of increased
auto and truck traf c that would be
generated by these type of uses.
People have asked for some open
space as part of the reuse.

Airports by their nature provide
open space, which is what many peo-
ple have been asking for coupled with
a reuse which will create good-paying
jobs and economic development.

The Aviation Council has elded
numerous phone calls from Horsham
residents who started out as anti-air-
port stalwarts but have realized that
a friendly general aviation airport
would be a good mixed-use coupled
with a town center, of ce buildings
and land for park use.

There will always be a segment of
the population who for a variety of
reasons are simply opposed to an
airport. That is a natural expectation
according to Bob Rockmaker of the
Aviation Council.

Recently Rockmaker attended a
public meeting on the reuse that was
conducted by the Montgomery County
commissioners. Rockmaker pointed
out that there will always be those
that are opposed to an airport. Their
reasons may stem from simply having
a bad experience during an airline

ight to thinking their land values
will drop signi cantly if there is an
airport nearby.

An airport means dollars to local
community and its residents

For the most part, land values around
airports actually increase. The
amount of increase varies based on
the region of the country according to
Rockmaker. At a HLRA public meeting
a few weeks ago, a Horsham citizen
asked Russ Archambault, vice president
of RKG Associates, about his home
value Would it go up or down?

Archambault s response was that
RKG had not done extensive work in
this category, however they did have
one experience in Georgia. In that
case, the home values held steady and
may have realized a slight increase
according to Archambault.

It is a fact that business and indus-
try tend to cluster around airports of
all sizes. Airports become magnets
which attract rms that tend to create
family-sustaining jobs. To learn more,
visit www.savewillowgrove.org and
www.hlra.org.
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JimRitzman, PE., who is the Deputy
Secretary for Planning at the Pennsyl-
vania Department of Transportation,
has been named the Acting Deputy
Secretary of Aviation. Since January

managing approximately $1.6 billion
federal each year, as well as project
and grant administration associated
with aviation and rail projects.

Sec-
retary of Transportation Barry Schoch
has asked Ritzman to become the
Acting Deputy Secretary for Aviation.
