. Applicant must be a Pennsylvania resident. Applicants for the Aviation Management Scholarship may
attend school outside of Pennsylvania.

. Scholarship funds will be made co-payable to the scholarship winner and the organization where the
applicant will be utilizing the scholarship funds.
